FBI launches national investigation into ACORN voter registration
fraud, seeks evidence from Kansas City elections board. Carnahan
remains silent.

The FBI has launched a national investigation into the voter registration activities of the
community group ACORN - including, apparently, its work in Kansas City.

Shawn Kieffer, the Republican director of the Kansas City Election Board, said Thursday the FBI

plans as early as today to pick up copies of 600 to 800 "questionable" voter registrations at
board headquarters.

A former get-out-the-vote worker accused of submitting false and forged voter registration
cards pleaded guilty Tuesday to a federal mail fraud charge.
